Solar Skies Eclipse Safari Itinerary in more detail:

Day 1 – 24.11.02

Our Solar Eclipse Adventure starts in Pretoria, the graceful and historic capital. Perhaps enjoy an optional tour of Soweto, a fascinating journey through South Africa's turbulent past and in the evening sample the varied restaurants this city has to offer.

Day 2

We depart from Pretoria and head for Pilgrims Rest - an 1880's mining town with restored cottages, shops, a museum and great restaurants. Overnight camping.


Day 3
After breakfast we’ll continue to the awesome Blyde River Canyon beckons, while nearby Gods Window treats us to a spectacular view of the endless savannah of the lowveld. The name says it all.
Moving on, the BIG FIVE (Lion, Leopard, Rhino, Buffalo and Elephant) lie in
wait at the world famous Kruger National Park  - the second largest
National Park in the world (21,497 square km). Bordering South Africa and
Mozambique this park offers some of the greatest game viewing opportunities
in Africa, all year round.

Day 4

We will spend the most part of the day in Kruger Park leaving late afternoon for a short drive for our overnight camp.

Day 5

Border hopping into Botswana and through pristine bush to our camp on the banks of the Shashi River.

Day 6

We proceed through pristine African bush to our camp at Nata.

Day 7 

After breakfast we venture to the Makgadikgadi Salt Pans - probably one of the flattest places on earth. During the rains the pans do fill up a little with water bringing with it thousands of flamingos. Makgadikgadi is the worlds largest salt pan and can even be seen from space. It covers 12,000 square km and is also famous for wonderful Baobab trees that are in abundance in the area.

We will stop at Makgadikgadi before proceeding on to Maun and the magnificent Okavango Delta, which is always everyone’s highlight!

Our overnight camp is in the little town of Maun gateway to the delta.

Days 8 and 9

 The Okavango Delta is an incredible maze of inland waterways and lilied lagoons. We’ll be on safari ‘makoro’ style, (traditional hand hewn wooden canoes) poled gently along by our guides, floating through a haven of wildlife and birds. The delta is perhaps the most precious wetland in the world, and the wildlife is unforgettable. Elephant, hippo, lion, wild dog and hyena can be encountered; leopards inhabit many trees on the islands and great herds of plains game including buffalo and many antelope species.

Overnight camping in the heart of the delta. The night of day 9 will be at our camp back in Maun.

Day 10

Reluctantly we’ll leave our memories of the delta and rejoin our vehicle heading towards our Solar Eclipse camp.

WildLife Adventures will erect a private Eclipse camp for all of our clients partaking in our special Solar Eclipse safaris.  As close to the centre line as possible, GPS co ordinates of this site will be available.

The camp will be simple and rustic, and situated allowing for a perfect viewing of the eclipse the following morning. During the course of the afternoon other participants on our Eclipse safaris will be arriving and preparing cameras and equipment to view the solar event the following day.

Overnight camping at the private site.

Day 11 – Solar Eclipse 2002!
Early rise for the solar eclipse and special champagne breakfast, which we will serve after the event.

We can expect a total eclipse of one and a half minutes and exact GPS co ordinates will be available. 

After the celebrations we say goodbye to our fellow Eclipse viewers and depart camp heading for the famous Chobe National Park, home to the largest herds of elephant in Africa! Our camp is situated literally on the banks of the mighty Chobe River and fireside night sounds will be the snorts of hippos coming to graze on the grassy shores.

Day 12

The best way to get close and personal with Chobe’s game is by an afternoon morning guided river cruise. Expect good sightings of elephant, crocodile, buffalo and excellent bird viewing.

There is ample time in the morning to take an optional guided drive into the Park, or alternatively relax in the sun at the poolside of our camp.

Day 13

 A short drive away and hopping over the border is the famous Victoria Falls. Overnight camping near to the falls. 

Day 14 

One of the seven natural wonders of the world, the mighty Victoria Falls offer’s a truly mesmerising experience. View them as you wander through the rainforest that is created from the spray as millions of litres of water crash every second into the boiling pot below. There are a multitude of other activities to be sampled. Take-on the world’s most exhilarating white water rafting course, crash headlong down the Batoka Gorge on a boogie board, hold tight with a birds eye view of the Falls from a micro-light aircraft, or take it easy on an Upper Zambezi game cruise.  

Overnight camping.

Day 15 – 08.12.02

Your tour officially ends today in Victoria Falls. Alternatively you could decide to fly to Cape Town in time to catch the lead up to a sunny African Christmas in one of the worlds most beautiful coastal cities. WildLife Adventures can book all flights and provide arrangements for accommodation and activities. December is the summer season in Cape Town so early booking is advised!
